Child protection demands

Referrals to children's social care teams are up
16.5 per cent nationally a survey of 105 councils
has revealed. The statistics were collected by the
Association of Directors of Children's Services in
an attempt to calculate the financial impact of
current child protection concerns. They reveal
the number of children subject to a child
protection plan over the past two years has
increased by 32.9 per cent nationally. Staffing
children's social care continues to be a
challenge.
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The Commissioning Support Programme is
sponsored by the Department for Children,
Schools and Families and the Department of
Health to help Children’s Trusts plan, design and
implement services more effectively.

For Children's Trusts, commissioning is a key
strategic responsibility. It involves systematically
understanding the needs of the local population,
and driving improvements in services, including
education, to ensure that those needs are met. It
is a crucial task, involving many organisations
and individuals across the public, private and
not-for-profit sectors and active engagement with
children, young people and their families.
